
Nature’s Nursery 
 Wildlife Poster Contest 

 
Poster Theme: WE CARE FOR WILDLIFE 
Who is Eligible: Students in grades K-8 from Lucas, Wood, or Fulton counties.  
 
Judging: Posters will be judged in three divisions: K-2, 3-5, and 6-8 grades. Homeschoolers are welcome to 
participate. Prizes are educational field trips or in-class programs. 
 
For over 20 years, Nature’s Nursery has been caring for injured, ailing and orphaned wildlife.  Last year, over 
15,000 people called the Nature’s Nursery hotline to help wildlife, and over 1000 animals were released back 
into the wild. 
 
Contest Prizes: 

 One Grand Prize winner will receive a field trip for his or her class (up to 30 students), including 
transportation to the Walk for Wildlife on May 7, 2010 at the Blue Creek Conservation Area, 
Whitehouse, Ohio.  This new special event is a unique one mile walk to eight learning stations that 
brings students close-up to Ohio wildlife including raptors, reptiles, small mammals, amphibians, and 
pondlife. Winning student will receive a wildlife photograph by a professional photographer. 

 Two additional winners will be chosen from the other grade divisions and will receive an in-class 
educational program by Nature’s Nursery. 

 Every student creating a poster may receive a certificate of participation.  
 

Teacher Guidelines: 

 Please encourage your students to draw a poster that makes one important point about conserving, 
protecting and caring for Ohio wildlife. 

 Teachers, please submit up to 3 posters to represent your class for judging.   

 All submitted posters will be displayed at the Walk for Wildlife on May 7th and 8th, 2010 and may be 
later displayed at public libraries.  Please note posters will not be returned. 
 

Contest Rules: 

 Native Ohio wildlife must be portrayed. 

 All posters should be drawn horizontally (landscape), on 11”x17” white paper. 

 Students may use crayons, any type of paint, markers, colored pencils, ink, charcoal or chalk. No 
collages, nothing glued onto the poster.  

 Only original artwork will be accepted. Reproduction of popular cartoon characters or electronically 
reproduced artwork will be ineligible. 

 Students must work on posters individually. Posters worked on by more students will be disqualified. 

 All students may be given a certificate of participation which can be downloaded from the Nature’s 
Nursery website: www.natures-nursery.org

 Entry Deadline:  All posters must be received by Monday, April 12, 2010.   
 

 Winners will be notified by phone on Earth Day, April 20, 2010.
